Asked Questions



AMCC is an accessible building, including disabled toilets and a lift to the upper
floors.  Unfortunately, at the moment we don’t have staff training for the Evac
Chair. We are aiming to get our staff trained as soon as we can. 
Durning Hall's ground floor is accessible, including disabled toilets.
Unfortunately, we do not have a lift to the 1st and 2nd floors so the Gym is not
disability friendly.  

Can I get a discount?
Aston-Mansfield is a charity, meaning we work and rent our spaces not-for-profit. We
keep our rates as low as possible to make them as accessible to everyone in the
community.  We do offer a lower price (as indicated for each room) for charity or
not-for-profit organisations and are happy to chat about finding a price which works
for us and you. 

No – we currently don’t have any sound systems set up in any of the rooms. However,
you are more welcome to bring your own to use for your event.  

Yes - for both our community centres we operate a 'sensible drinking' policy which
we ask our hirers to acknowledge and sign prior to booking.  

Yes – we try to make our centres as accessible and disability friendly as possible. 

Yes – booking a space gives you access to our tea and coffee point. To keep in line
with our health and safety policy, this should only be accessed by the event/session
organiser, who can take drinks to their space. 

Yes – both the Activity Space and Heronry Rooms are on the ground floor and have
direct access to the courtyard. To have exclusive access of the courtyard, please
mention your desire to use it when booking so we can make sure there are no clashes
with other groups.
